Historical Reference & Value
The American experiment has always hinged on the ballot box — though access to it has often been contested. The Voting Rights Act of 1965 struck down Jim Crow barriers and became a cornerstone of equal democracy. Yet Supreme Court decisions in recent decades weakened those protections, allowing voter suppression and gerrymandering to reemerge. The Help America Vote Act of 2002 sought to modernize election systems but left gaps in security and access. Other democracies have adopted ranked-choice voting, automatic registration, and robust early voting, while the U.S. has lagged behind. The Democracy Integrity Declaration learns from these lessons: securing the vote is not a one-time reform, but an ongoing civic duty. It elevates integrity, fairness, and access as permanent guardrails of the republic.
